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Facts You Should Know 

About God’s WILL for You

�What IS God’s “WILL”

θεληµα, thelema = choice, purpose, decree, 
desire, pleasure, opinion, judgment, 
decision

�SIGNIFICANCE

– It pleases God when we YIELD to His will
• See Solomon’s choice, 1Kings 3:9

– Examples:
• WWJD or “What Does God think?”

• “By Whose Authority…?” Mt.21:25

• “Do All In the Name of the Lord” Col.3:17
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WHO’s really Lord of Your Life?

• We must put ourselves unconditionally at His 

disposal

• We must turn over our rights, without question

“Here I am, Lord, send me!” Isa.6:8

Three Things Will Always Agree 

Together:

1. God in the WORD

Ps.119:9   2Tim.3:16  2John:9

2. God in the HEART

2Cor.1:12  Heb.13:18  (but 1Cor.4:4)

3. God in the CIRCUMSTANCES

Rom.8:28  Phil.2:23  Esth.4:14

CAUTION with #2 and #3

– “…that he no longer should live the rest of his time in 
the flesh to the lusts of men, but to the will of God”
1Pet.4:2

– “For so is the will of God, that with well doing, you 

may put to silence… foolish men.” 1Pet.2:15
