Some “tossed to and fro” (Eph. 4:14)
Paul “Knew…” (2 Tim. 1:12)

Knows when to do battle
Example: circumcision (Gal. 2:1-5)

Controls their tongue
Example: Worthy woman (Prov. 31:26)

Puts the other person first (Phil. 2:1-4)
Example: Paul (Acts 21:7-14)
