Cor. 12:13; 1 Pet. 1:23)
That makes us family (Rom. 8:16-17)

(1 Cor. 1:10-15)

Division is a tool of the devil (Jno. 17:18-23)

Gives life to the church because:
Through His teaching we are born again    
(Acts 2)
He indwells its members (1 Cor. 6:19-20)
He produces fruit in their lives (Gal. 3:22-23)

what to pray for (Rom. 8:26-27)
