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What is the “one baptism?” 

·Acts 2:38

ƁThen Peter said to them, “Repent, and let 

every one of you be baptized in the name 

of Jesus Christ for the remission of sins; 

and you shall receive the gift of the Holy 

Spirit.”



Why is this baptism the 

“one baptism”?

·Because the others have served their 

purpose

·Because of Acts 2:39

Ɓ“For the promise is to you and to your 

children, and to all who are afar off, as 

many as the Lord our God will call.”



Why is this “one baptism” 

so important?

·Because it brings remission of sins 

(Acts 2:38)

ƁThen Peter said to them, “Repent, and let 

every one of you be baptized in the name 

of Jesus Christ for the remission of 

sins; and you shall receive the gift of the 

Holy Spirit.”



“But” someone says:

·“Only a Jewish requirement” 

ƁAnswer: Promise to both the Jew and 

Gentile (Acts 2:39)

·“For” means “because.”

ƁAnswer: “For” is “eis” in the Greek, 

the original language. It always looks 

forward and never backwards.



If it means “because” then all these 

translations are wrong! 
· King James: “for the remission of sins”

· American Standard: “unto the remission of your sins”

·New American Standard: “for the forgiveness of your 
sins”

· New International: “so that your sins may be forgiven”

·Williams Translation: “that you may have your sins 
forgiven”

· Amplified: “for the forgiveness and release of your sins”

· Living New Testament: “For the forgiveness of your sins”

· Revised Standard: “for the forgiveness of your sins”

·Goodspeed: “in order to have your sins forgiven”

· Phillips: “so that you may have you sins forgiven”

·New Catholic Version: “for the forgiveness of your sins”



Furthermore

·The same expression, “For the remission 

of sins” is found in a parallel verse

ƁMatt. 26:28 

¶“For this is My blood of the new 

covenant, which is shed for many 

for the remission of sins.”





“But” someone says:

·“Repent” is for the remission of sins, but 

“baptism” is to show the world that you have 

been saved.

ƁAnswer: 

¶“And” is a co-ordinate conjunction 

that connects two things of equal 

value.

¶What repent is for; baptism is for!



“But” someone says:

·It contradicts that we are saved by grace 

and not works (Eph. 2:8-9)

·Answer:

ƁMany different kinds of works:

¶Works of the flesh (Gal. 5:19-21)

¶Works of the Law of Moses (Gal. 2:21)

¶Boastful works of man’s devising (Eph. 2:9)

¶Works of God (Jno. 6:28-29)

ƁWhat did the Ephesians do to be 

saved? (Acts 19:1-5)



Why is this “one baptism” 

so important?

·Because it saves us by reaching 

Jesus’ blood (Mk. 16:16; Acts 22:16; 

Rom. 6:3-7)

·Because it puts us into Christ

(Gal. 3:27)

ƁWhy is that important? Because in 

Christ is where all spiritual blessing 

are (Eph. 1:3)



One baptism in the future

· “Baptism of fire” 
ƁMatthew 3:11 

I indeed baptize you with water unto 

repentance, but He who is coming after me is 

mightier than I, whose sandals I am not 

worthy to carry. He will baptize you with the 

Holy Spirit and fire. 

ƁWhat is it? Final punishment for the wicked 

(Rev. 20:11-15)
