 Jesus was taken up into heaven  

(Acts 1:9-11) 
 Stephen looked up (Acts 7:55) 
 Paul was caught up into heaven  

(2 Cor. 12:2)

 Being in a loving home (Eccl. 12:5) 
 Like a homecoming (Jno. 14:1-4) 

  Abraham, Isaac and Jacob (Matt. 8:11) 
 Martyrs will be there (Rev. 6:9) 
 Those whose names are written in the Lamb’s 

book of life (Rev. 21:27) 
 Like a victory celebration 

 Satan and all the enemies of Christ will have 
been defeated (Rev. 19 & 20)

 Will we know one another in heaven? 

 Yes   
 At the transfiguration, the apostles recognized 

Moses and Elijah  (Matt. 17:1-5)

in the kingdom of heaven (Matt. 8:11)

wrong on earth? 
 If so, only to bring greater appreciation 

for our salvation 
 What age will we be in heaven? 
 Some say, 33 because that was the age of 

Jesus when He went into heaven 
 No, we’ll be ageless!

 In our society, animals are sometimes 

treated better than humans 
 No, they lack a soul (Eccl. 9:4) 

 Can those in heaven see us? 
 No, (Eccl. 9:5-6)
