…but now, once at the end of the ages, He 
has appeared to put away sin by the sacrifice 
of Himself. 



What was finished?

His redeeming work 
– Romans 3:24-25 

being justified freely by His grace through 
the redemption that is in Christ Jesus, whom 
God set forth as a propitiation by His blood, 
through faith, to demonstrate His 
righteousness,
